SCOTT PARK

WORK DETAIL


Postponed until next summer. It should be noted that this will be a raised trail to 
compensate for the high water levels encountered during this past year's wet 
summer.

PARKING LOT LIGHT/MISC.

The town of Scott will put a cage around this light to prevent future damage. Scott 
has also a fixed problem of vandals stealing money from the Donations box. 

FUTURE PLAYGROUND


Merrill said the town of Scott does have money budgeted for this, and 
construction will begin next spring 2007.

SPAFFORD FOREST SIGNS

'No Motorized Vehicles" sign has not been put up yet, said Merrill Clark. He also noted that Steve Whalen (sp?) has now retired.

Joyce Green needs to add the new parking lot to Chris Somerlot's maps of Spafford Forest. Joyce gave copies of maps to Lisa as handouts for people asking for information on Spafford Forest.

POSSIBLE PICNIC SITES DISCUSSED
Bucktail Falls and Puddin' Mill

Merrill will ask Dick Drumm (sp?) about ownership. Potential picnic area at the bottom of Moon Hill Rd.?

CORRECTION TO SEPTEMBER MINUTES

Due to a transcribing error, Joyce listed that the broken parking lot light was at High Hickory; I meant to say Scott Park, not High Hickory. The minutes have been corrected on the Recreation Committee web page on the Bullett.

BORODINO LANDING

Note: Borodino Landing is a 3- rod road (49 ft)

There was discussion about securing (obtaining) Borodino Landing to preserve for the town in the future.  Discussion of the so-called "Welcome Neighbor" tax used by some communities: When you sell you house, a percentage is charged and used to fund public properties.   Question: Does NYS law prohibit this tax? Lisa said that Mr. Chartrand researched this; she will ask him where he obtained this information. 

Joyce Green stated that the Denslow's do not wish to sell their property at Borodino Landing at this time, and they voiced concerns to her they feared the town was continuing to pursue it as an option. I reassured the Denslow's that this was not the case and that we would keep them informed.
POND PARK
Dave Miller talked about the pond project he proposed to the town several years ago. He asked that we look into town liability for a new park for the town. 
HIGH HICKORY

Joyce Green said she has tried to contact Gail Calcagnino (Save the County Land Trust 685-5381) to see if any progress has been made by their board, to contact all remaining living trust members. As yet she has not received an update from STCLT's attorney. Our committee will table further discussion on possible improvements to High Hickory until we hear from them regarding loosening current deed restrictions.  Frank Moran said he will call Barbara Rennick.
Other future possibilities: 

Frank Moran said he has had conversation with Scott Allyn, who owns 2100 feet of lake frontage (near Frank's 15 ft of right-of-way). There is no road access other than Allyn's road. Frank says he could see a benefit to the community should some of this area be donated to the town in the future. 

TAKING THE NEXT STEP…

Merrill wants to ask for a special meeting (February proposed) between this committee and interested town board members to see what information they would need from us to form a public park (lakeside or other). Joyce Green stated the committee needs a clear goal before approaching the board.
TRAIL PLANNING PROGRAM 

Dave Miller brought information about grants and the "Parks & Trails New York" program, which 'provides technical assistance to help municipalities and not-for-profits plan and develop more active communities'. The application deadline is November 17.
